ARTICLE X, SECTION 29

CONTINUATION OF NEEDED FUNDING
FOR SCHOOL SECURITY, TECHNOLOGY
AND CAPITAL PROJECTS

Use of Marijuana for Certain Medical
Conditions

Allows the medical use of marijuana for
individuals with debilitating diseases as
determined by a licensed Florida physician.
Allows caregivers to assist patients’ medical
use of marijuana. The Department of Health
shall register and regulate centers that
produce and distribute marijuana for medical
purposes and shall issue identification cards
to patients and caregivers. Applies only to
Florida law. Does not authorize violations of
federal law or any non-medical use,
possession or production of marijuana.

Increased costs from this amendment to
state and local governments cannot be
determined. There will be additional
regulatory and enforcement activities
associated with the production and sale of
medical marijuana. Fees will offset at least a
portion of the regulatory costs. While sales
tax may apply to purchases, changes in
revenue cannot reasonably be determined
since the extent to which medical marijuana
will be exempt from taxation is unclear
without legislative or state administrative
action.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT
ARTICLE V, SECTIONS 10, 11

A Charter Amendment is proposed that
would limit the maximum floor area of any
structure within the Village, other than those
for public and semi-public uses, to no more
than 10,000 square feet of floor area within
the perimeter of the exterior walls of the
structure as measured from the outside
surface of the exterior walls.

Prospective Appointment of Certain
Judicial Vacancies

Proposing an amendment to the State
Constitution requiring the Governor to
prospectively fill vacancies in a judicial office
to which election for retention applies
resulting from the justice’s or judge’s
reaching the mandatory retirement age or
failure to qualify for a retention election; and
allowing prospective appointments if a
justice or judge is not retained at an election.
Currently, the Governor may not fill an
expected vacancy until the current justice’s
or judge’s term expires.
